and the men likewise gave up natural relations with women and were
consumed with passion for one another, men committing shameless acts

with men and receiving in themselves the due penalty for their error.
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28 And since they did not see fit to acknowledge God, God gave them up to a
debased mind to do what ought not to be done.

We are to teach our children, keep God's
Word ever before us, and worship God in
accordance with His revelation.  
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21 Jesus said to her, “Woman, believe me, the hour is coming when neither
on this mountain nor in Jerusalem will you worship the Father. 22 You

worship what you do not know; we worship what we know, for salvation is
from the Jews. 23 But the hour is coming, and is now here, when the true

worshipers will worship the Father in spirit and truth, for the Father is
seeking such people to worship him. 24 God is spirit, and those who worship
him must worship in spirit and truth.”

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Spirit: Worship requires regeneration.  Your spirit must be
alive to worship God (before this all our righteous acts are filthy
rags.  Whatever is not done in faith is sin).  

Truth: God must be worshiped as He is, not as you imagine
Him to be.  God tells us Who He is and how He is to be
worshipped.
