Doctrines of Grace (Review)

e FFallenness of Mankind: People are born
dead in sin and do not seek God on their
own. A miracle (regeneration) must
happen for them to belief.

e Unmerited Adoption: God saves us by His
grace, not by any merit or “potential” in us.

e Particular Atonement: Salvation is
available to all, but payment for sin is made
for all the believing (contra universalism).

e Regeneration: God makes us alive in
Christ, and we are new creations in Him.

e Perservere: God will finish the work of
sanctifiation in us.
